CSCI577 is a team-project course; only students registered with DEN do not have be available on campus to participate in team activities.  Since CSCI577 has more students who wish to take the course than there are spaces in the lecture hall at this time, there are a few conditions that you must agree to in order to get a D-Clearance for the course.  We expect some attrition freeing up places in the lecture, but we also want to assure students with a specialization in Software Engineering that will be accepted into the course and should continue coming to class.  Similarly, we wish to give preference to other students who will continue into CS577b.  So, if you wish to get your D-clearance today, we ask that you 

1.  You will be available on campus throughout the week (subject to course and on-campus job conflicts) to participate in on-campus, team activities.

2.  You will log on through the DEN site and register for a profile at http://den.usc.edu.  You will be charged $100 by DEN for the web services.  This is NOT the same as being a student "registered with DEN", which is a separate section of the course.

3.  You agree that you will NOT object to NOT having a seat in the class for live lectures, nor object that some lectures are available only via WebCast.  If there are no seats in class, alternative arrangements will be made for completing the "in class" quizzes.
